Medically Monitored/Managed Inpatient Treatment: 24/7 treatment in a hospital-like setting. 

Individual Therapy: Meet one-on-one with a therapist.

Intensive Outpatient Therapy (IOP): Meets up to 12 hours per week for groups therapy (average is 9 hours, 3 hours/3 times per week).

Co-Occurring Disorders Treatment Services: Services that address both AODA & mental health issues.

Day Treatment: Meets during the day more than 12 hours per week, allowing you to return home in the evening.

Getting Started

Where do I get immediate help?

AODA Services & Treatment
Listed below are the different types of AODA services & treatments. Look for these terms on the following pages and the agencies that provide them in Brown County.

Aftercare: One-time, weekly group therapy (16-32 weeks) facilitated by a therapist, typically following an intensive outpatient or residential treatment.

Residential Treatment: 24/7 treatment in a non-medical, home-liked, unlocked environment.  Can range from 30 to 90 days for a persons stay for treatment services. 

Know that you are not alone! Many have struggled to find help for alcohol or drug treatment. Brown County has Alcohol and Other Drug Abuse (AODA) services you that you may need for 
yourself or a loved one. This resource provides the individual with a list of the different agencies offering AODA services in Brown County.  For more detailed information on the service 
options available, go to the ADRC website (www.adrcofbrowncounty.org) and search for the "Beginning the Journey: Alcohol & Drug Abuse Recovery" booklet. 

The Crisis Center of Family Services provides free, professional, short- term counseling for any 
situation, including: alcohol and drug abuse, depression, relationship issues, and suicide. 
Counselors talk with you about your situation & the kind of help you need. 988-Suicide and Crisis 
Lifeline is available nationwide, available 24/7. 
Peer to peer support group that provides information on how to get started on your recovery 
journey. Learn about AA meetings for those recovering from alcoholism and/or alcohol abuse 
(various locations & times throughout Brown County). Participants that attend have a substance 
abuse concern (closed meeting). Open meetings are available to families members and natural 
support.  

A support group for the families and friends of people who are dealing with AODA concerns. 

Peer to peer support group that provides information on how to get started on your recovery 
journey. Learn about NA meetings for those recovering from substance abuse (various locations & 
times throughout Brown County). Participants that attend have a substance abuse concern (closed 
meeting). Open meetings are available to families members and natural support.  

Group Therapy: You meet with others who share similar issues in a group context 1-3 times per week. Groups are facilitated by a therapist.

Relapse Prevention: If you attended treatment in the past & have relapse history, this group therapy focuses on relapse triggers, warning signs, & making a relapse prevention plan.

Assessment: Meet with an AODA counselor, who will ask & answer questions about your alcohol/other drug use, plus give recommendations about the appropriate level of services.

Other AODA Services & Treatment
Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT): Medication-assisted treatment (MAT) involves the use of prescription medications under the supervision of a medical team to help 

adults age 18 and older recover from opioid abuse and other substance use disorders. The most common medications used in MAT programs are methadone, Subutex, 
Suboxone, and Vivitrol.
